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GENERAL COMPETITION GUIDELINES 
The 2010 Penn State Homecoming theme will be revealed at the Penn State IFC/Panhellenic Council Dance MaraTHON on Saturday, Feb. 20, 2010. The logo will be revealed on April 24, 2010 at the Blue and White game. Organizations’ themes do not have to relate to the overall Homecoming theme, but should promote Penn State spirit.

The following must coincide with organizations’ individual themes: Banner, T-shirt, Talent Show, Madhatter, and Float designs. 
 

Registration:
Overall Competitors: Preliminary Registration is due on Thursday, April 15th, 2010 in 201 HUB, between 9am and 5pm. Upon completion all Overall Competing organizations will be assigned their Overall Theme and their Best of Penn State theme.  Final registration is due on September 3rd, 2010, in 201 HUB, between 3:30pm and 5:30pm.
Event Competitors: There is no Preliminary Registration for event competitors.  Final registration will begin in late summer and is due on September 3rd in 201 HUB, between 2pm and 5pm, with the organizations complete payment.
ALL organizations (both overall and event competitors) will compete as either Greek or Independent in all events. There will be two sets of winners for each event (1st-3rd place for both Greek and Independent).  No organization or pair will be classified as “non-competing”. 

Disqualified Organizations have previously been notified and are denied all participation in Homecoming 2010. This includes pairing, participation in any events, attendance of any official social functions, creation of Homecoming 2010 clothing, banners, floats, etc. Any violation of this status will result in being referred to their organization’s governing body for discipline, which can include fines and/or social probation. 
Paired organizations will be held responsible for the actions of the organization they choose to pair with. Failure to attend required meetings and events or failure to comply with any rules will affect both organizations regardless of fault. 


Unruly behavior or intoxicated team members WILL NOT be tolerated.  If any member of an organization participating in Homecoming is intoxicated or acts inappropriately during ANY event, the Executive Committee will DISQUALIFY that organization from the event.  Organizations will not receive any warnings. For Overall Competitors, this includes security committee members. Also, if an Overall Competitor is disqualified from an event they are also disqualified as an Overall Competitor. Disqualification from an event results in the forfeit of any deposit required for that event. If disqualified from an event, an organization will receive zero points for that particular event.

In addition to disqualification from Homecoming, organizations may be subject to penalties from University or State College Borough authorities. Organizations disqualified due to inappropriate behavior may have their status reviewed for participation eligibility in future Homecomings.
The Homecoming Executive Committee reserves the right to disqualify ANY inappropriate designs.  Floats, Banners, or Madhatters found to be in bad taste will not be allowed to be displayed or carried in the parade.  Any For The Glory Talent Show performance found to be in bad taste will be disqualified and all points for that event will be removed.  Inappropriateness includes, but is not limited to, the use of political propaganda, profanity, and nudity.

VANDALISM WILL NOT BE TOLERATED! Organizations will be responsible for their members’ behavior. Acts of vandalism, specifically float vandalism, will result in immediate disqualification of the persons’ organization/pair. People found having contributed to acts of vandalism may face additional University sanctions through Judicial Affairs and/or the Student Organization Conduct Committee. Organizations may also face fines or sanctions from the State College Police Department. 

Teams disqualified from more than one event will not be allowed to participate in any remaining events or competitions.  NO REFUNDS will be available in this situation.

The Homecoming Executive Committee reserves the right to deny any organization(s) entry into Homecoming events or competitions.
ALL QUESTIONS AND CONCERNS SHOULD BE DIRECTED TO THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR OR THE HOMECOMING DIRECTOR RESPONSIBLE FOR THE EVENT(S). NO DECISIONS ARE TO BE MADE BY HOMECOMING CAPTAINS OR COMMITTEE MEMBERS. ANY SUCH DECISIONS ARE NOT BINDING AND SUBJECT TO REVIEW BY THE HOMECOMING EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE.
ALL DECISIONS MADE BY THE HOMECOMING EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE ARE FINAL.
RULES ARE SUBJECT TO CHANGE AT THE DISCRETION OF THE HOMECOMING EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE. Any modifications to rules and regulations listed in this rulebook will be publicized on the Homecoming student listserv (signups available at http://homecoming.psu.edu ) as well as on the Homecoming website and the Homecoming Online Organizational Database.

Each year, the student body of Penn State University selects an outstanding male and female to represent their University for that year.  The male and female represent Penn State University throughout Homecoming events such as the parade and the football game, as well as receiving the honor of becoming the Homecoming King and Queen.
If interested in more information regarding the Homecoming Royalty process, please direct any questions to David Belliveau, Royalty Director. This event is NOT included in the overall competition.  
 
IMPORTANT DATES: 

Monday, August 23: Application forms are available via Homecoming’s website at http://homecoming.psu.edu at 5pm. ONLY nominees are eligible to apply. 
Thursday, September 2: All applications are due no later than 5pm.  ONLY paper applications are accepted.  Four copies of paper applications and supplemental materials are due in the mailbox of David Belliveau, Royalty Director, in 201 HUB by 5pm.  
Wednesday, September 7: Interviews will be conducted with the semi-finalists at the President’s house by a panel of judges. 
Sunday, September 11: Mandatory court workshop, from 2pm-6pm for all members of the Homecoming Court.    

October 4-8: Royalty voting will begin on Monday at 7am and continue until 3pm on Friday. Voting will be available online 24 hours a day via Homecoming’s official website at http://homecoming.psu.edu.  
Friday, October 8: Coronation Ceremony (White Building during the Pep Rally)

REGISTRATION: 

Overall Preliminary Registration: Thursday, April 15th, 9am-5pm, in 201 HUB.  Overall competing organizations must turn in their preregistration receipt after registering at http://homecoming.psu.edu as well as a 25% portion of their payment due for Homecoming. Organizations will not be considered officially registered without all necessary items. This includes contact names and themes which are on the receipt, and also 25% of their total cost in check or cash. Overall competitors who do not pre-register will not be allowed to participate in all events. There is a point deduction for handing in your receipt and money late; a 25 point deduction per day it is late up to a week. After a week, April 22nd, the organization will no longer be able to register as an Overall Competitor. 
Final Registration: Friday, September 3rd. It will take place from 3:30-5:30pm, in 201 HUB. All organizations must completely register online prior to this date. Your print-out from online registration will have all necessary information, including remaining financial obligations. All remaining fees as well as Talent Show CD’s will be due at final registration. NO EXCEPTIONS WILL BE MADE. There will be a 25 point deduction for every day the registration is late, up to seven days late. After seven days, September 10th, the Organization will be disqualified from Homecoming. 
Please follow all online instructions when completing registration. Any questions regarding competition or events should be directed to Genifer Goldsmith, Competition Director. Any problems or difficulties with the online system should be directed to Joseph Kampan, Technology Director. 

FINANCIAL INFORMATION:

Listed below is a breakdown in competition prices for both Overall Competitors and Event Competitors.  Two organizations constituting an overall competition pair will be referred to as an “Overall Pair.” An Overall Pair is responsible for one single payment; whichever way they choose to split that one payment is up to each individual pair. 

Financial questions should be directed to Mike Cronin, Finance Director.  All fees are non-refundable; all deposits will be deposited when received. A new check will be issued to the organization if all equipment is returned undamaged and on time.

· All paired Overall Competitors must pay $141.25, which is 25% of their competition fee (non-refundable) at preliminary registration.  As mentioned above the pair owes $141.25 total, and however they choose to split this cost is their decision. The remaining competition fee balance of $423.75 for competition fees must be paid at final registration. The $100 equipment deposit can and should be included into one check with the competition fee. In the memo line indicate what is included in the check amount. NO EXCEPTIONS! 

· All unpaired Overall Competitors must pay $129.63 of their competition fee (non-refundable) at preliminary registration.  The remaining competition fee balance of $388.87 for competition fees must be paid at final registration. The $100 equipment deposit can and should be included into one check with the competition fee. In the memo line indicate what is included in the check amount. NO EXCEPTIONS! 

· All event competitors must pay the full fee (non-refundable) for their events at the final registration. NO EXCEPTIONS!  

· Account transfers from Associated Student Activities (ASA) will be accepted. Copies of these forms must be present at each registration. They can be found  in room 240 HUB
· A $100 equipment deposit is required from all groups participating in the float competition.  The deposit is for safety chains, quick-links, and reflectors that will be provided to you.  In order for the deposit to be returned the equipment must be turned in Monday, October 11th (the Monday following the parade.)  Time and place TBA. 
· Flatbeds must be cleaned and undamaged to receive your deposit. Clearance for clean flatbeds will come from R.B. Powell, owner of Nittany Mountain Trail Rides, and no equipment deposits will be returned to organizations who have rented flatbeds until clearance is received. 

· MAKE CHECKS PAYABLE TO “Penn State Homecoming”.  The organization name MUST be written on the checks, even if they are personal checks. 
· If paying by personal check, please make sure you receive a receipt at final registration so you can be reimbursed by your organization. 

· Deposits will be returned to all organizations as soon as flatbeds, banner pole (if applicable) and equipment have been returned. For Overall Competitors this deposit is also for Security, and therefore all Security obligations must be met as well in order to receive the deposit back. Organizations whose deposits will not be refunded will be notified; otherwise refunded deposits will be returned as soon as possible.  

· There will be a loss of the $100 Equipment/Security Deposit for failure to sign in with Security Leaders after parade is over. This is to ensure that the area is clean. 
MEETINGS: 

Each organization/pair is required to have at least the minimum attendance at every meeting. Failure to do so will result in that organization/pair being penalized for this Homecoming and the next Homecoming they participate in. It is the organization’s responsibility to sign-in at all meetings and events to receive credit for attending. Members caught leaving meetings before completion without prior approval from Genifer Goldsmith, Competition Director, will forfeit all attendance for that meeting and will be penalized accordingly. 

Spring Information (25 points):  Wednesday, March 31, 7:00pm.  
Attendance at the Spring Information Meeting is mandatory and 1 member from each organization (2 total if organizations are paired) must attend. MANDATORY FOR ALL ORGANIZATIONS. 

Security/Competition Meeting (75 points): Wednesday, September 29th, in 105 Forum. 

For the Security portion of the meeting members of each organization’s security committee (5 per organization, 10 if organizations are paired) must be present. This part of the meeting begins at 7:15pm in 105 Forum.  PLEASE NOTE THAT THE SAME INDIVIDUALS THAT ATTEND THIS MEETING MUST BE THE ORGANIZATION’S MEMBERS THAT ARE ON THE SECURITY COMMITTEE DURING THE PARADE – this will be checked.  These members will be required to sign in and out of the meeting and can leave when the security discussion comes to an end.  

The competition portion of the meeting will begin at 8:00pm in 105 Forum.  Attendance at the Organizational Meeting is required by at least 1 member from each organization (2 total if organizations are paired). MANDATORY FOR ALL ORGANIZATIONS. Failure to attend either meeting will result in the loss of the 75 points and an additional deduction of 10 points per person that is missing. 
Parade Workshop (75 points): Tuesday, September 28th, time and location TBA.  
Attendance at the Parade Workshop is Mandatory for all organizations participating in the parade and 2 members from each organization (4 total if organizations are paired) must attend. 
POMPS: 

· Pomps are 4”x4” pieces of colored tissue paper placed in the chicken wire used to decorate floats. 
· Pomps MUST be supplied by the FPA (Fraternity Purchasing Association). No outside ordering is allowed. 
· Organizations are highly encouraged to order pomps in 12s or 24s; pomps are pre-packaged this way. 
· Organizations will lose 20 points for not scheduling the pick-up time and/or not picking up the order at their scheduled time. 
· If your organization is a member of FPA, you will be billed by FPA. If your organization is not a member of FPA, you must pay by ASA purchase order made out to Fraternity Purchasing Association at the time of order. Purchase orders will NOT be accepted if they are made out to Penn State Homecoming. 
· If your organization is not tax exempt, you must pay sales tax on all pomp orders. 
· Organizations will be able to purchase leftover pomps during the week of Homecoming on a first come, first serve basis after all orders have been filled. 
· If, for any reason, there is not enough of one particular color of pomps to fill every organization’s order, every order will be adjusted accordingly. 
· Pomp order forms will be out on Monday August 23rd. An organization can either print one out or pick up a form in the Homecoming office, 201 HUB.
· Completed forms and PAYMENT must be dropped off by Friday, September 3rd in the mailbox of Gary McMillen, OPPerations Director, in 201 HUB. 

· You must sign up for a time to pick up your pomps when you drop off your order on the 3rd.
Pomps can be picked up at the FPA office (226 E. Nittany Avenue) on Thursday, September 30th (time: TENTATIVE - according to your scheduled pick up time)
· Pomps are $1.99/pack for members of the FPA and $2.20/pack for non-members. 
Any questions regarding pomp orders or payments should be directed to Gary McMillen, OPPerations Director. 

  

SECURITY: 250 DEDUCTION POINTS POSSIBLE
Security committee members will be expected to arrive at all events substance-free and on time.  They are responsible for reporting any unruly behavior to the Security Director/Security Captains / Security Leaders.  The following information will assist your organization’s security committee in performing its duties.  Any security questions should be directed to Jeremy Hill, Security Director.  

· All organizations participating in the Overall Competition are required to register a 5 member Security Committee.  All paired organizations registered as Overall Competitors are responsible for submitting 10 active members, 5 from each organization.  (No New Members are allowed to participate on the security committee)
· Organizations registered as Overall Competitors which fail to provide a security committee will be disqualified from all competitions related to the parade, including the banner, madhatter, and float competitions.  This will also result in both organizations not being allowed to participate in Homecoming the following year. 
· The Security Committee’s positions along the parade route will be drawn randomly by the Security Director. 
· Unruly behavior or visible intoxication of any Security Committee member at any event will result in the following: immediate disqualification of that committee member’s organization from the event, a loss of their SECURITY Deposit, and the Executive Committee will review the organization’s status with Homecoming. This can possibly result in the organization being suspended from participating in Homecoming the following year.
RESPONSBILITIES: 

· Each organization’s Security Committee is required to attend the Security Meeting on September 29th, as well as help out on Parade Day. Security Captains will take attendance before and after the parade.  

· All security committee members must wear their red security t-shirts on the outside of their clothing, jackets, etc. while on duty. 
· Each Security Committee will be given trash bags in order to assist in the cleaning efforts of the OPPerations Committee, PSU OPP, and the State College Borough.  All security committee members are required to clean their respective areas after the parade.  Committees that fail to clean their areas will be penalized and lose their Security Deposit (see Security Deductions and Security Deposit below). 
· Security members will not be permitted to use cellular phones at any time while on duty before or during the parade. Each time a member is spotted using their cellular device their organization will receive a 5 point deduction from their Overall score.
· Security Committees will be responsible for any other duties outlined by the Security Director. 
SECURITY DEDUCTIONS: 

· Up to 100 points will be deducted, if an organization’s registered Security Committee (10 points per member) fails to attend the mandatory Security Meeting on Wednesday, September 29th, or if the members that attend the meeting are not the same members that show up on Parade Day.
· Up to 100 points will be deducted, if an organization fails to provide all registered security committee members (10 points per member) to their designated check-in location on Parade Day. Check in locations will be announced during the Fall Security Meeting. All members will be required to sign in at the beginning of the parade and sign out upon completing their duties as a member of the Security Committee.  

· 25 points will be deducted, if the security team fails to assist in the clean-up of their assigned section of the parade route. 
· 30 points will be deducted, if any organization is seen reserving sidewalk space before 9:00am the day of the Parade. This includes chalking or any other way of designating a spot for your organization along the Parade route.  Such infractions will also result in the following: disqualification from the float, banner, and madhatter competition, and police involvement. 
· 30 points will be deducted, if any member of an organization uses tape on sidewalks to reserve space during parade day. (Chalk is an acceptable substitute after 9:00am) 

· 5 points will be deducted, each time a security member is seen using a cellular phone. This includes both text messages and phone calls.
· If a security member is seen using unruly behavior their organization will be DISQUALIFIED and reviewed by the Executive Committee as to whether they can participate in future Homecomings. 

SECURITY DEPOSIT: 
· There will be a $100 Security deposit for each Overall Competing organization. This deposit is to ensure each organization adheres to the Security Committee’s rules and each organization’s security members act according to their duties. 
· A full refund of the $100 security deposit will be returned to the organization upon completion of satisfactory cleaning efforts by their security members, along with the conditions outlined by the equipment deposit.
  
MERCHANDISE INFORMATION 

Spirit Days: On Spirit Days all members of competing organizations can wear official Homecoming gear and receive spirit points by signing in at the HUB. The gear has to have been purchased through Penn State Homecoming; i.e. contain either the official S logo, or a logo from a specific Homecoming. This only applies to Overall Competitors.
 
Dates: April 21st is a Spirit Day, others TBA
Rules 

1. Every organization must have their apparel designs approved by the Merchandise Committee 
2. All apparel must be appropriate, reflect Homecoming in a good light and promote school spirit 
· No sexually explicit or alcohol related material in designs
3. If your organization would like to use the 2010 Logo, ‘S’ Logo or Legacy Logo they must meet with a member of the Merchandise Committee and the order must be placed by the Homecoming organization itself. 
4. Apparel must be submitted by Friday, September 10th at 5pm to Merchhomecoming@psu.edu or 201 HUB  
T-SHIRT COMPETITION: 250 POINTS

Rules 

1. When shirts are submitted and approved they are entered in the T-shirt contest, which is held on Monday, September 4th 
Scoring Criteria 

1. Creativity- 75 points
2. Originality- 75 points
3. Use of your organizations theme- 15 points
4. Relationship to Penn State-  35 points
In addition to the above criteria, organizations will also earn points for placing in the overall competition.  The points will be as follows: 

1st place - 50 points 
2nd place - 25 points 
3rd place - 10 points 
Deductions 

· 5 point deduction, for the first day a submission is late
· 2 point deduction, for every additional day it is late after that   

BANNER COMPETITION: 400 POINTS 

Judging will be held on Monday, October 4th at 5pm in Findlay Commons. Any questions regarding the banner should be addressed to Genifer Goldsmith, Competition Director.

Rules 

1. Banners must be complete when organizations report for check-in. 

2. Banners must NOT have any type of frame, pole, etc. attached to them. 

3. Banners must be made out of some sort of fabric, cloth, or canvas (NOT paper or any non-flexible material like cardboard). Banners made out of any prohibited materials will not be judged. 

4. Banners must be no larger than 40” (3’4”) tall by 72” (6’) wide. 

5. Banner must be carried throughout the entire parade route.  If the organization carrying the banner also has a float, the banner must be carried in front of the float. 

6. Two people must carry the banner at all times. 

7. Banners disqualified due to bad taste will NOT be permitted to appear in the parade. 

8. Banner poles will be attached by the Competition committee after banners are turned in. Poles must be returned during equipment return in order to receive your organization’s equipment deposit. 

9. A sketch of the organizations banner design is due at Final Registration on Friday, September 3rd. 
10. Banners entering the competition must be turned in on Wednesday, September 29th at the Competition and Security Meeting. 

11. Banner pick up will be held on Monday, October 4th after the judging takes place in East Halls. They must be picked between 9:00 and 9:30pm or the Executive Committee cannot guarantee they will remain in the same condition as when they were dropped off. 

Scoring Criteria 
1. Rules and Regulations - 80 points possible 

2. Participation - 20 points 

3. Banner meets size requirement - 30 points 

4. Banner was submitted and picked up on time - 30 Points 
5. Quality of Construction - 80 points possible 

6. Does the banner look complete? - 25 points 

7. Does the banner look professional?  Were the decorating materials used consistently? - 25 points 

8. Are color and design used effectively so that the banner is eye-catching and appealing? - 30 points 

9. Originality and Creativity - 50 points possible 
10. Does the banner relate to the group theme or organization theme? - 10 points 

11. Is the banner in good taste? - 10 points 

12. Does the banner promote Penn State spirit? - 10 points
Deductions 

· 20 point deduction, if organizations’ sketches are not turned in during final registration on Friday, September 3rd 

· 40 point deduction, if the organization fails to turn in their banner on Wednesday, September 29th at the Competition and Security Meeting 

· 60 point deduction, if you fail to pick up your banner Monday, October 4th by 9:30pm after the judging 
· 30 point deduction if you forget to bring your banner to the staging area on Friday, October 8th
  

FOR THE GLORY TALENT SHOW: 500 points
The “For the Glory” Talent Show will start at 7PM on Tuesday, October 5th in Eisenhower Auditorium. The participants from each organization are required to check-in in 102 Thomas by 6PM. Performance order will be determined by readiness at the dress rehearsal; the most prepared organization at the dress rehearsal reserves the right to choose their place in the performance order. Any questions concerning the FTG Talent Show should be directed to Carter Satterfield or Colleen Smith, IFC/PHC AVPs. 
Rules 

1. Each competing organization MUST have a minimum of 1 performer (2 performers if organization is paired / 1 from each paired organization) and can NOT have more than 16 performers. ALL performers MUST BE active members of the organization. A list of performers is DUE by the first dress rehearsal on September 27th.
2. Talents MUST be submitted by Final Registration on September 3rd– if applicable CDs must all be submitted during this time.
3. Each organization MUST submit a brief introduction to their performance that incorporates their theme – this must be submitted online during Final Registration.
4. A FULL LIST OF PROPS must be submitted during Final Registration – to be reviewed by the AVPs and venue staff – any organization failing to turn in said list will not be allowed to use props the day of the performance. 

5. If any props are deemed unsuitable, the organization will be notified by the time of the Dress Rehearsal via email.

6. Each organization MUST participate in the MANDATORY Dress Rehearsal on Monday September 27th – they must be prepared (using props/wearing costumes) and show up at their assigned time. Failure to show up will result in disqualification from the competition.
7. Each organization that is NOT prepared for the September 27th Dress Rehearsal will lose 50 points towards their event score. They will however have an opportunity to try again on September 28th – at this second Dress Rehearsal lack of preparation will not be tolerated. 

8. Winner of the Dress Rehearsal will choose their spot in the performance order!

9. All performers and ONE Homecoming Chair (maximum of 2 Homecoming Chairs if an organization is paired) will receive a wristband during Dress Rehearsal. ONLY those with wristbands will be permitted in the performer’s seating area of Eisenhower Auditorium.
10. Performances must be between 2 and 4 minutes long.
11. All performers MUST wear shoes AND appropriate attire – no nudity, body glitter, body paint, etc. 

12. Organizations must stay in their group while waiting to perform – no food, drink, cell phones, backpacks, or purses are permitted to enter Eisenhower Auditorium – these items will be left in the pre-performance area in 102 Thomas.
13. The stage must be left in the same condition as it was found.  Each competing organization has 30 seconds to set-up and 30 seconds to take down any props that they might utilize for the performance.

14. During the performance, flash photography, cameras, and camera phones are permitted. Video Cameras are NOT permitted. 

15. Tickets will be available beginning on Wednesday September 22nd.  Tickets will only be distributed in the Eisenhower ticket center and only one ticket will be distributed for each student ID. Tickets are general admission.
16. The one Greek winner and the one independent organization winner of the FTG Talent Show competition will be rewarded with a reserved spot on the parade route.
Scoring Criteria 
1. Rules & Regulations -50 points possible 

2. Does the performance relate and agree with the group theme? If there is no group theme, does the performance reflect a combined, enthusiastic effort – 75 points 
3. Is the performance synchronized? – 50 points
4. How professional is the performance – 50 points 
5. Was the performance appropriate and done in good taste – 50 points 
6. How creative was the performance - 75 points 
7. How effective were the use of props, costumes, and the use of the stage - 50 points 
8. How favorably did the crowd respond to the performance - 50 points 

     In addition to the above points, organizations will also earn points for placing in the overall competition.  They points will be as follows: 
1st place – 50 points 
2nd place – 40 points

Deductions 
· Groups will be disqualified if they have not checked into the Thomas Building by 6:55pm 

· 10 point deduction, if the group fails to clear the stage of all props within 30 seconds 
· 10 point deduction, if the CD (if needed) and a description are turned in late 
· 10 point deduction, if any team member is not wearing shoes 
· 10 point deduction, if any costume is deemed inappropriate
· 50 point deduction, if any organization is not prepared at the dress rehearsal
· Any organization that has anything inappropriate in their talent act will automatically be disqualified from the event  
BEST OF PENN STATE CELEBRATION/ FIELD DAY: 450 POINTS
The Best of Penn State is a carnival and field day event filled with Penn State pride, games, entertainment, and food.  The Best of Penn State will take place on Wednesday, October 6, 2010 on Old Main Lawn from 4:00 pm to 8:00 pm.  Any questions concerning Best of Penn State should be directed to Lisha Brown, Special Events Director at specialeventshomecoming@psu.edu.

Rules 

1. For the Carnival portion, each competitive organization will be assigned a Best of Penn State booth theme related to Penn State and an interactive booth activity.

2. An organization will submit their top three choices for the Best of Penn State booth with pre-registration.

3. The top three choices for the Carnival booth activity will be turned in with final registration.

4. The Carnival booth should incorporate the organization's theme for Best of Penn State.

5. Each carnival booth will be provided a table and two chairs. It is up to the organization to make their theme come alive with their own creativity and supplies.

6. Carnival booths must be set up and torn down by the organization in a timely manner. The area of the booth must be in the same state it was when the organization set up their booth. Set up begins promptly at 4:30 pm and clean up will begin promptly at 8:00 pm.

7. Two organization members must be present at the carnival booth at all times.

8. Upon entry to the event, each participant will be given a Carnival passport.  Participants will receive a stamp at each carnival booth they visit. 
9. Organization members should hand in the Carnival passport as they leave the event in order to receive spirit points for their organization. 
Scoring Criteria

1. Rules and Regulations – 50 points
2. Participation in Best of Penn State Carnival portion – 100 points
3. Incorporation of the Best of Penn State theme in the Carnival booth – 75 points
4. Creativity of the Best of Penn State booth design and activity – 100 points

Deductions

MADHATTER: 400 POINTS   

Judging will take place at 2pm on Friday, October 8th at the IM Building.  The Madhatter must check in with the float and then must come to the designated area within the walker grounds at the IM building by 1:30pm and check-in with a Competition Captain before judging begins. Any questions regarding the Madhatter should be directed to Genifer Goldsmith, Competition Director.   

Rules 

1. Madhatters must report to check-in table at designated time in the morning and to the judging area by 1:30pm. 

2. Madhatters must be complete.  There will be NO opportunity to make repairs or complete an unfinished madhatter.  You will only be allowed to replace lost pomps. 

3. The madhatter frame may not extend more than 10 inches below the waist. 

4. At least one member from the participating organization(s) must be present for morning check-in and afternoon judging.  The person that wears the madhatter during judging must wear the madhatter during the parade. 

5. The madhatter may be no more than 6ft wide x 6ft deep x 13ft high WITH THE PERSON IN IT.  
6. The only electrical power that can be used is a battery. 

7. Madhatters must be in front of floats.  If it is behind your float, it will be pulled from the parade. 

Scoring Criteria 

1. Rules and Regulations - 80 points 

2. Participation - 25 points 

3. The madhatter is worn by only one person at the time of judging, and is worn by that same person throughout the parade- 30 points 

4. Madhatter is regulation size: 6ft wide x 6ft deep x 13ft high WITH THE PERSON IN IT.  Frame should extend NO more than 10 inches below the waist - 25 Points 

5. Quality of Construction - 50 points
6. The madhatter must look complete and professional while being worn in the parade- 35 points 
7. Originality and Creativity - 100 points possible 
8. Does the madhatter accurately introduce the theme and float?-  25 points
9. Does the person wearing the madhatter seem enthusiastic and exhibit interaction with the crowd?- 30 points 
Deductions 

· 40 point deduction, if late for your organization’s madhatter check-in time.  The madhatter is disqualified, 
if it is more than 30 minutes late for check-in                            
· 20 point deduction, if electronic devices other than batteries are used 
· 50 point deduction, if the madhatter costume does not complete the parade route in the manner it began
 FLATBEDS: 

Reservations for flatbeds will be taken online during preregistration. You will be able to confirm your flatbed reservation during final registration on Friday, September 3rd, from 3:30-5:30pm. Flatbeds will be assigned in the order in which they are requested via online registration. The Executive Committee CANNOT GUARANTEE your organization a flatbed.  Flatbeds will be reserved on a first-come-first-serve basis. 

NOTE:  Flatbeds are both scarce and difficult to guarantee delivery by Sunday at 5pm: the time in which organizations are permitted to begin construction on their flatbeds.  Organizations are encouraged to try to have a back-up plan, just in case Homecoming cannot provide one. 
Flatbeds provided through the Homecoming Executive Committee are provided courtesy of Nittany Mountain Trail Rides and will be ordered through Nikki Abraham, Parade Director, during registration. 
· There is a cost of $250 to use a flatbed found by the Executive Committee. This fee is to be included in your registration fee in a check payable to Penn State Homecoming.  
· Once in the hands of an organization, flatbeds are the responsibility of that organization. The Homecoming Executive Committee is not responsible for any problems that occur after turning over flatbeds to organizations. The Homecoming Executive Committee assumes no responsibility for any costs or penalties that occur due to loss or damage of the flatbed while in the possession of the organization. 

· Safety equipment should be tested as soon as flatbeds are received.  Any problems with chains, links, or reflector triangles (i.e.: chain is too short or too long) should be reported by October 6th during flatbed inspection. 

· Everything must be placed on the flatbed by flatbed inspection. Failure to do so will result in a deduction of points. 

· Flatbeds can be NO larger than 8 feet by 20 feet, but are not required to be 8 feet by 20 feet. 
· The Parade Committee, as well as representatives from Nittany Mountain Trail Rides, will inspect flatbeds the week following Homecoming.  Failure to clean them properly, remove staples, etc. will result in a loss of your equipment deposit. 
· Actions that damage the flatbeds of any kind (vandalism, foul play, etc.) will result in the loss of your equipment deposit, disqualification from this year’s Homecoming, and review of your organization’s future participation in Homecoming. 
· Floats must be dismantled and ready for pick up by noon on Monday, October 11th, 2010.  Failure to do so will result in loss of your equipment deposit. 

· All chains, links, and reflector triangles borrowed for the flatbeds MUST be returned during the equipment return period on Monday, October 11th in a room TBA. Failure to do so will result in the loss of the organization’s equipment deposit. 

· Any questions regarding flatbed reservations and distribution should be directed to Nikki Abraham, Parade Director. 

· Each organization is to secure their flatbed after the parade to ensure that there will be no vandalism. 

· After cleaning of floats, Dumpsters will be provided for trash removal (tentative) at the same three spots they are for move in/out week for Fraternity row.

PARADE INFORMATION: 

The following information is provided to assist your Float Chairperson(s) in competing in a safe and problem-free parade.  Your cooperation in following these guidelines is essential to the success of this year’s parade.  Any questions should be directed to Nikki Abraham, Parade Director. 
· All necessary information regarding the parade will be posted on the Homecoming website the week of Homecoming. 

· Floats must report to the parade check-in table at the staging area.  Each organization will have a designated check in time.  If organizations are more than 30 minutes late for their specific time, organizations will be disqualified and WILL NOT participate in the parade.  In this case, the deposit will not be returned.  
· Each float must be equipped with safety chains, quick links, fire extinguisher, and a triangular reflector at all times.  This equipment MUST be present at check-in.  Any group who does not have this equipment will not be allowed to enter the parade.  
· The drivers must have a clear view through the windows and clear access to the door.  
Parade Order will be determined at random by the Parade Director, Nikki Abraham. 

· The parade begins at 6:00 pm.   
· Each organization will be checked for alcohol and illegal drugs.  Past winners have been disqualified and removed from the parade grounds for having alcohol and/or illegal drugs in the staging area.  There will be University and State College Police on hand to check all organizations. Organizations will not be permitted to participate in the parade if they are in possession of alcohol or illegal drugs.  
· NO SMOKING on the floats or in the staging area, before or during the parade. There will be a 10 point deduction from final scores each time an organization is caught. 

· ALL TRASH should be removed from your area before leaving the parade grounds.  This includes trash from floats and organizations’ members.  Organizations that do not discard all trash will receive a 25 point deduction and may be subject to penalties including further point deductions, fines, and disqualification. 
· Any float, banner, madhatter, or presentation that stops along the parade route will receive a 25 point deduction.  A second warning will result in disqualification for next year’s parade.  Your organization may do its routine as long as it keeps moving. If an organization causes a gap in the parade and does not obey the security committee members’ warnings, they will not be permitted to participate in the parade the following Homecoming. 
· Any float, banner, madhatter, or presentation that fails to complete the parade route will be disqualified from the competition. 

· Absolutely nothing may be thrown from the floats during the parade.  10 points will be deducted each time something is thrown. All candy, flyers, etc. must be handed to parade viewers by WALKING members only. Committee members will be stationed throughout the parade route to record deductions. 

· Any vehicle or float that is seen unattended on the parade grounds WILL NOT be able to participate in the parade. 

· A towing vehicle MUST accompany every flatbed AT ALL TIMES in the staging grounds. This means you may not have someone drop off your float and leave without someone else there to replace the towing vehicle. 

· Any group found with obscene or political propaganda will NOT be allowed to participate in the parade. 

· Each student organization or pair registered to only walk in the parade is limited to a maximum of 20 people allowed to walk. 
· If an organization is using a flatbed with no objects built on it then they are permitted to have 20 people ride on the flatbed and 1 madhatter. There will be no walkers other than the madhatter.
· Organizations entering a float are limited to one flatbed and one vehicle. There is a maximum of 5 people permitted on the flatbed, one madhatter, and two people walking in front of the float holding the banner. 

***Any float that is found unsafe by the Executive Committee or the State College Police will NOT be permitted to participate.
*** There will be limited space for organizations that simply want to drive a car in the Parade (with no 
flatbed) or in addition to their walking group. Please indicate your specific request on the registration form 
by Final Registration, September 3rd. The earlier you sign up, the more likely it is that your specific request 
will be granted, but there are no guarantees.

An investment in a rain tarp is suggested in the event that it rains while floats are in the staging area. 

FLOAT COMPETITION: 1000 POINTS 

Judging will take place at the staging grounds and during the parade on Friday, October 8th. Questions regarding the float competition should be addressed to Genifer Goldsmith, Competition Director. 

Rules 

1. Floats must report to the parade check-in table at your designated check-in time.  If organizations are more than 30 minutes late, organizations will be disqualified and WILL NOT participate in the parade.  In this case, equipment deposits will not be returned. 

2. Floats must be complete upon arrival at the staging area for check-in.  
3. The Borough Traffic Coordinator strictly prohibits anything being thrown from the floats.  Committee members will be stationed throughout the parade route this year to enforce this.  Deductions will be taken for each item thrown. 
4. Organization(s) names must appear on the float. 

5. Organizations may not use papier-mâché or air brush during float construction. 

6. Dimensions must NOT exceed 8ft wide x 20ft long x 15 ft high. 

7. Floats must be pulled by a State College Borough-certified motor vehicle with a properly working towing hitch. 

8. Organizations will be disqualified unless all safety equipment is present during the following: check-in, at the staging area while waiting for the start of the parade, and throughout the parade.  If safety equipment is not present at check-in, organizations will be considered late and have 30 minutes to retrieve equipment before being disqualified. 

9. Any float deemed unsafe or inappropriate by the Homecoming Executive Committee or State College Borough Police will be removed from the parade and disqualified from the competition. 

10. Electrical devices may only be battery or generator powered. Electrical devices must also be uncovered and at least 3 ft. from any combustible items. See the police regulations section for more information. 

11. Float construction is NOT to begin before Sunday, October 3rd at 5pm. 

Scoring Criteria 

1. Rules and Regulations - 125 points possible   

2. Does the float look complete? Is the float fully pomped? Are the structures complete? - 100 points possible 
3. Does the float utilize the flatbed space effectively? – 100 points possible 

4. Does the float look well made? Do the structures on the float appear stable? Are the decorating materials used consistently? – 100 points possible 

5. Does the float have lights or moving parts on board to enhance the overall effect?-50 points possible   

6. Does the float relate to the group theme in an original, unique, and clever way? - 75 points possible 

7. Does the float promote Penn State spirit? - 100 points possible 

8. Is the float in good taste for the students and community? – 100 points possible 

9. Is the design and color scheme used effectively so that the float is eye-catching and appealing? Do the float’s colors match? –100 Point Possible 

10. Is the float entertaining and enjoyable to the crowd? Does the float have entertaining people on board? 
What is the reaction of the crowd? –150 points possible 

Deductions   
· 100 point deduction, for starting construction on your organizations’ float before October 3rd, 2010 at 5pm 

· 30point deduction, if pomp pick-up time is not scheduled 

· 20 point deduction, if pomp orders are picked up late
· 60 point deduction, if the organization is late for check-in. 

· 20 point deduction each time organizations do more than superficial repairs to the float 

· 20 point deduction, if anything is thrown from the float and each time thereafter
· 20 point deduction each time a member of your organization is seen smoking at the parade preparation grounds or while on the float 

· 50 point deduction, if your area is not cleaned before your float leaves the staging area
· 100 point deduction, for any organization that signs up to provide a convertible and does not show up

· 50 point deduction, if Float makes a stop at any part of the parade route

· 40 point deduction, if you do not comply with the police and fire regulations on page 14
· Disqualification if member of organization is caught vandalizing floats and other parade equipment. Individuals may also face legal fines
Competition Notes 

· Float order will be determined at random by the Parade Director.  Any questions concerning the float order should be directed to Nikki Abraham, Parade Director. 

· Organizations may want to consider putting lights on their float.  Lights may also benefit organizations’ scoring.  Halogen lights are not permitted. 

· DO NOT VANDALIZE!  Any organization(s) caught vandalizing WILL BE DISQUALIFIED from the overall competition and may face fines and sanctions. 

· Floats will be inspected according to police and fire regulations as well as competition regulations and rules.  See the respective sections on each and READ CAREFULLY.  
POLICE REGULATIONS ON FLOATS: 

READ CAREFULLY – Failure to adhere to these regulations will result in disqualification and organization(s) WILL NOT participate in the parade. 

· 10 pound minimum ABC (min 2H/10BC rating) fire extinguisher required for each float.  Fire extinguisher MUST be present at time of check-in and inspection. 
· Electrical appliances must be powered by battery or generator. Have backups available as the parade committee will not be responsible for faulty equipment. 

· Wiring connections must be secure and safe.  No open slices or frayed wiring. 

· Generators must be uncovered and not placed within 3 feet of combustible materials.  
· Generators shall not be placed in enclosed spaces or passenger vehicles.  This includes pick-up truck beds.  
· All heat sources (light, etc.) must be located away from combustible materials. 
· No halogen lights may be used. 

· Safety chains provided are affixed to float. The safety chain should be crossed and connected to the towed and towing vehicles as well as the towing bar to prevent the towing bar from dropping to the ground.  The chains should have no more slack then is necessary for turning. 
· Reflection triangles and working turn signals must be present. 
· Individuals riding on the float must be situated in a secure location. 

· No open flames are permitted on floats or towing vehicles. 
· A person who operates a vehicle in violation shall, upon conviction, be sentenced to pay a fine of $300 for each violation. 
FIRE REGULATIONS ON FLOATS: 

During Homecoming week, many houses build shelters in the yard areas to protect the float from weather conditions as well as provide security.  Some of these shelters create a fire hazard for those working inside, as well as those in the house.  
· Any shelter that is attached to any house must be built of fire resistant materials.  
· Tarps, tents or other materials must be labeled or stamped as approved for fire resistance.  Care must be taken with the use of flammable liquids as well.  
· A properly illuminated egress path must be maintained any time the shelter is occupied.  
· At least one 10lb ABC fire extinguisher must be displayed near each exit of the tent. 
·  Tents that are at least 15 feet from the structure do not need to be flame resistant.  Tents exceeding 200 square feet and canopies exceeding 400 square feet must get a permit from the State College Borough.  
· The Executive Committee will be checking fire regulations throughout the week to see that all organizations are complying. We will be contacting fire officials about those organizations who do not comply with these regulations and there will be a 40 point deduction from the float score. 
CAMPING OUT: 

Fun Fact: 

The Pennsylvania State University has the largest dues paying Alumni Association in the nation.  Every year, thousands of people gather at Penn State to celebrate our Homecoming festivities, and witness what Penn State represents.  With this in mind, the Homecoming Executive Committee, along with the State College Police have decided on a course of action to prevent the problems of parade camping out and litter that has hindered individuals’ enjoyment of Homecoming in the past.  Any questions should be directed to the Executive Committee.  
· Two or more people from the same organization gathering or marking (with chalk, tape, or otherwise) at a particular point along the parade route before 9am on Friday, October 8th will have 30 points deducted from their organization’s total score, each time they are caught! 

· Any organizations involved in disorderly conduct of any form (i.e. public drunkenness, fighting, harassment, etc.) or any behavior deemed inappropriate by the Executive Committee and/or Advisors will be eliminated from the Parade Competition.  That organization’s float, madhatter, and banner will not participate in the parade. 

· The State College Police will be patrolling the streets before, during, and after the parade.  If police action is taken against a member of a particular organization, that organization’s participation in next year’s Homecoming will come under review by the Executive Committee and Advisors. 

· The Security Committee will patrol the parade route throughout the entire Parade and will take action against any organization that does not comply with the above rules. 

PLEASE do not litter.  Trash cans are available along the parade route.
USE THEM! 

SPIRIT POINTS: Maximum 2000 points
Your organization can earn up to 2000 points by attending events the following events before and throughout the week of Homecoming. It is the organization’s responsibility to have the assigned percentage of participants sign-in for Spirit Points at all events. If you are a part of a pair (two organizations participating in Homecoming together) please note that these point totals apply to the PAIR as a whole. Your two organizations will work in conjunction to reach these point totals 

· BLOOD DRIVE: 225 POINTS 
Help save a life! Donate blood on Wednesday, Oct 7th from 11am-4pm in Alumni Hall. In order to receive that maximum 225 points 20% of your organization will need to attend. Free food and prizes will be available for volunteers!  

· MERCHANDISE:  150 POINTS 
To earn 150 points, order your organization’s Homecoming apparel with one of the Official Homecoming Logos (can only be done through the Merchandise Committee)
·  DANCE COMPETITION: 150 
Come out and cheer on for the dance crews at Penn State.  The dance competition will take place on October 3rd, prior to the SPA concert. In order to earn the full 150 points, 30% of your organization/pair must attend. (If you are a dance organization, your dancers competing count towards your 30%).
· HOMECOMING 5K:  225 POINTS  
This will be the official kick-off to Homecoming!  The 5K will be Sunday, October 3rd. For the maximum points, 20% of the organization/pair must be present.
· HOMECOMING DAY OF SERVICE: 225 
Come out and volunteer in the State College and University Park community on Sunday, September 19th from 10am to 3pm. Organizations/pairs can earn point for this event by attending and volunteering at various non-profit and other service organizations. A maximum of 225 points per organization will be given out at only if the full 20% show up to the day of service. If the full 20% of the organization does not show up, points will be calculated accordingly. Organizations will only be awarded points after volunteers sign in and report to their community service project. Signups are available online at http://homecoming.psu.edu until September 12th, 2009. 
· EAST HALLS CELEBRATION: 150 POINTS   
Start the week off right on Monday, October 4th from 4:00pm to 8:00pm in Findlay Commons with performances from diverse student groups and organizations. Homecoming’s fifth annual East Halls event promises to be full of fun, freebies, and food.  There will also be a Tailgate-themed dinner to celebrate PSU school spirit. Each organization’s/pair’s banner will also be displayed in the Commons. In order to receive the full 150 points, 10% of organization must be at this even.
· PAST TO PRESENT HUB CELEBRATION EVENT: 100 POINTS   
Organizations will be able to earn points by completing the scavenger hunt in at the 2nd annual Past to Present HUB celebration on Tuesday, October 5th from 10am to 4pm.  10% of the organization must sign in and participate in the scavenger hunt in order to receive a maximum of 100 points.
· BEST OF PENN STATE CARNIVAL: 75 POINTS
Upon entry to the event, each participant will be given a Carnival passport.  Participants will receive a stamp at each carnival booth they visit. Organization members should hand in the Carnival passport as they leave the event in order to receive spirit points for their organization. An organization will need 15% of their members to participate in order to get the full 75 points.

· BEST OF PENN STATE FIELD DAY: 100 POINTS
There are ten different field day activities during the Penn State Celebration and an organization will receive 10 points for each game they participate in. This requires an organization to participate in every game in order to receive the full 100 points. 
· STUDENT-ALUMNI ICE CREAM SOCIAL: 175 POINTS 
The Penn State Homecoming 2010 celebration swings into high gear on Friday, October 8th.  The Hintz Family Alumni Center will be open from 1:30pm to 3:30pm for any alumni or students to stop in and take a look around.  Take a break from saving your spot on College Avenue or simply come over as soon as you’ve settled in and enjoy complimentary Penn State Creamery Ice Cream and other refreshments, as well as entertainment and the chance to walk away with some fabulous giveaways and prizes! There must be an attendance of at least 10% of the organization to get the full 175 spirit points.  

· DIRECTORS, CAPTAINS, AND COMMITTEE MEMBERS: 100 POINTS 
In order to host a successful Homecoming, a large number of committee members are needed.  To thank the groups who have members volunteering to assist in the events by serving on the committees, we will be awarding spirit points to each of their competing organizations.  The point breakdown for each position is listed below.  The required members of any security team do not count toward these spirit points; security leaders do receive points but the mandatory number of security committee members do not receive points. If a captain or committee member does not show up or does not perform their assigned responsibilities under the discretion of the Homecoming Executive Committee, the organization will not be awarded these points.

· SPIRIT DAYS: Spring Semester: 25 Points, Fall Semester: 25 Points    



 Come stop by the spirit table on the first floor of the HUB and show your organizations Penn State spirit! To earn the full 25 points, each organization needs up to 10 individuals to sign in. 5 points a person. There will be 2 spirit days, one in the spring and one in the fall. Each spirit day is worth 25 points, for a total of 50 points.
· Meetings: 175 POINTS TOTAL
· Spring Information Meeting- 25 points              




            One representative from the organization must be present at this meeting and sign in to earn the 25 points. 
· Parade Workshop- 75 points               





             Two representative from the organization must be present at this meeting and sign in to earn the 75 points.
· Security Check- 75 points              





             ALL 10 of the organizations security members must be present at this meeting in order to earn the 75 points. 
BONUS POINTS: Maximum 150 points 
· CONVERTIBLES FOR THE PARADE: 25 POINTS 
Organizations can earn bonus points by donating a convertible to be used in the parade. Note there will be a 100 point DEDUCTION for any organization that signs up to provide a convertible and does not show up. The deadline for convertibles is Friday, October 1st and organizations must e-mail Nikki Abraham, Parade Executive, to confirm your convertible’s participation in the parade. A driver must be provided by the organization and the convertibles must arrive at the staging area by 4:30 pm at the latest on Friday, October 8th.  
· FACULTY COURT NOMINATIONS: 25 POINTS 
Show your appreciation for the outstanding members of the Penn State faculty and staff! Nominate faculty or staff members that exemplify Penn State spirit and pride to be considered to be a part of the Homecoming Faculty Court. Spirit points will be awarded as follows: 5 points per person per nomination, for a maximum of 5 nominations per organization/pair. This results in a maximum of 25 points per organization/pair.  Nominations will be taken from April 13th until April 26th. 
· COURT REPRESENTATIVE: 100 POINTS





               If someone from your organization is one of the top ten court finalists your organization will be awarded 100 points. You cannot receive points for having more than one member on court. So if you think someone in your organization is a great representation of Penn State University make sure you nominate them for court! If they end up being selected you get 100 bonus points!
ALL POSSIBLE DEDUCTIONS 

Registration

· 25 points will be deducted per day that Pre- registration is late: for up until a week (until 4/22)
· 25 points will be deducted per day that Final registration is late: for up until a week (until 9/10)
Meetings

· 10 points will be deducted per person that fails to attend the Security Meeting. Up to 100 points can be deducted

· 50 point deduction for failure to attend Parade meeting
Security deductions
· Up to 100 points will be deducted if an organization’s registered security committee members (10 points per member) fail to attend the mandatory Security/Competition Meeting on Wednesday, October 7th or if the members that attend the meeting are not the same as the ones that are on the security committee on parade day. 

· Up to 100 points will be deducted if an organization fails to provide all registered security committee members (10 points per member) to their designated check-in location (to be announced at the fall Security Committee Meeting).  All members will be required to sign in at the beginning of the parade and sign out upon completing their duties as a member of the security committee.  

· 25 points will be deducted if the security team fails to assist in the clean-up of their assigned section of the parade route. 

· 30 points will be deducted if any organization is seen reserving sidewalk space before 9:00am the day of the parade, including chalking or in any other way designating a spot along the route for your organization.  Such infractions will be handled as follows: 30 point deduction; disqualification from float, banner, and madhatter competition; police involvement. 

· 30 points will be deducted if any member of an organization uses tape on sidewalks to reserve space during parade day. (Chalk is an acceptable substitute AFTER 9:00 am)

· 5 points will be deducted each time a security member is seen using a cellular phone. This includes text messages and phone calls 

· Disqualification if a security member is seen using unruly behavior. Organization will then be review as to whether they can participate in future homecomings.

Merchandise Deductions
· 5 points will be deducted for the first day a submission is late.
· 2 points will be deducted for every additional day a submission is late.
Banner deductions
· 20 points will be deducted, if organizations’ sketches are not turned in during final registration on Friday, September 3rd.

· 40 points will be deducted, if the organization fails to turn in their banner between 6:00-8:00pm to 201 HUB on Thursday, October 8th.
· 60 points will be deducted, if organization fails to pick up your banner Monday, October 4th after East Halls Celebration. 

· 30 points will be deducted, if organization fails to bring banner to staging area on Parade Day, October 8th.

Talent show deductions
· Groups will be disqualified if they have not checked in by 6:55pm.
· 10 points will be deducted, if the group fails to clear the stage of all props within designated time.
· 10 points will be deducted, if CD being used in not turned in prior to the Talent show.
· 10 points will be deducted, if any team member is not wearing shoes. 
· 10 points will be deducted, if a costume(s) is/are deemed inappropriate. 
· 50 points will be deducted, if organization is not prepared for rehearsal.
· Group will be disqualified if there is inappropriate behavior during the act.
Best of Penn State Deductions
· 20 points will be deducted, if the organization is late for check-in.  
· 100 points will be deducted, if rules are not properly followed, or any team is caught cheating.
Madhatter deductions
· 40 points will be deducted, if late for your organization’s madhatter check-in time.  The madhatter is disqualified, if it is more than 30 minutes late for check-in.                           

· 20 points will be deducted, if electronic devices other than batteries are used.
· 50 points will be deducted, if the madhatter costume does not complete the parade route in t he manner it began.
Parade Float deductions
· 100 points will be deducted, for starting construction on your organizations’ float before October 3, 2010 at 5pm.
· 30 points will be deducted, if pomp pick-up time is not scheduled.
· 20 points will be deducted, if pomp orders are picked up late.
· 60 points will be deducted, if the organization is late for check-in (at the parade).
· 100 points will be deducted, for any organization that signs up to provide a convertible and does not show up.
· 20 points will be deducted, each time organizations do more than superficial repairs to the float.
· 20 points will be deducted, each time anything is thrown from the float.
· 20 points will be deducted, each time a member of your organization is seen smoking at the parade preparation   grounds or while on the float.
· 50 points will be deducted, if your area is not cleaned before your float leaves the staging area.
· 50 points will be deducted, if Float makes a stop at any part of the parade route
· 40 points will be deducted, if you do not comply with the police and fire regulations on page 14.
· Disqualification if member of organization is caught vandalizing floats and other parade equipment. Individuals may also face legal fines.
