3. After Preliminary Registration on Wednesday, Ag#8l, 2007, organizations will be assigned to thefollowing categories:
Overall Competitor: The organization(s) will be qoeting in all events during Homecoming 2007.
Event Competitor: The organization(s) will only é@mpeting in selected events throughout Homeco@@@y. They will not
be responsible for being represented at all cortipetvents.

ALL organizations (both overall and event commes) will compete together in all events. More $fieally, there will only be one set
of winners for each event (1st-3rd pladed organization or pair will be classified as “noneompeting”. If any organization is signed
up for an event, they will compete against all othrganizations in that category.

Disqualified Organizations: Organizations in this category have previously mewtified and are denied all participation in
Homecoming 2007. This includes pairing, participatin any events, social functions, making of shitbats, etc. Any violation of this
status will result in being referred to their orgaation’s governing body for discipline, which daclude fines and/or social probation.

Paired organizations will be held responsible forhie organization that they choose to pair with. If he organization you pair
with fails to attend any meetings, you will also b@enalized for the next Homecoming you choose to giipate in.

4. Unruly behavior or intoxicated team members WILL NOT be tolerated. If any member of an organization prticipating in
Homecoming is intoxicated or acts inappropriately dring ANY event, the Homecoming Overall Committee Wi
DISQUALIFY that organization from the event.

Organizations will not receive any warnings.

For Overall Competitors, this includes membersefgecurity team.

Disqualification from an event results in the fdatrfef any deposit required for that event.

If disqualified from an event, an organization wéteive zero points for that particular event.

In addition to disqualification from Homecoming, organizations may be subject to penalties from Univeity or

State College Borough authorities.

Organizations disqualified due to inappropriate v@r may have their status reviewed for partiggateligibility in

future Homecomings.

Any shelter that is
attached to any house must be built of fire reststaaterials. Tarps, tents or other materials rbadebeled or stamped as approved for
fire resistance. Care must be taken with the fiflarmmable liquids as well. A properly illuminategress path must be maintained any
time the shelter is occupied. At least one 10IlCABe extinguisher must be displayed near eachadxhe tent. Tents that are at least
